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Overview
In all respects we follow the guidance provided by Argyll and Bute Council and Education Service in relation to additional support needs and adopt the Argyll and Bute Framework for Staged Intervention as our policy for Additional Support Needs.

Responsibility of Staff and Definition of Additional Support Needs
All staff within the education service have a responsibility for addressing additional support needs.  A child or young person with additional support needs is defined under the terms of the Education (Additional Support for Learning) (Scotland) Acts 2004 and 2009.

Children or young people may require additional support for a variety of reasons, either for short periods of time or throughout their education. 

Children with additional support needs may include those who:

· have motor or sensory impairments
· are being bullied
· are particularly able or talented
· have experienced a bereavement
· are interrupted learners
· are from a Travelling community
· have a learning disability
· are looked after by a local authority
· have a learning difficulty, such as dyslexia
· are living with parents who are abusing substances
· are living with parents who have mental health problems
· have English as an additional language
· are not attending school regularly
· have emotional or social difficulties
· are on the child protection register
· are young carers.

Framework for Staged Intervention
Argyll and Bute’s Education service’s  ‘Framework for Staged Intervention’ sets out the Council’s guidance and practice framework and should be referred to in full as our policy. In Argyll and Bute, staged intervention is the agreed process used to identify, plan for and support children who have additional support needs and/or who require a targeted intervention.

The provision for additional support needs within Argyll and Bute and in Castlehill Primary School reflects the values and principles to be found in the Curriculum for Excellence and in the guidance and resources of the Scottish Government’s Getting It Right For Every Child approach.
